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We will be studying the three themes of Domestic Church (Family), Baptism and 

Confirmation (Belonging) and Advent and Christmas (Loving). Each class will 

approach the themes through different topics. The children will also spend a week 

studying Judaism.

The symbols used for Baptism are water, oil, candles, a white 

garment, prayers and promises. 

The symbols used in Confirmation are oil of chrism, prayers and 

promises. 

YR – Welcome – Baptism: a welcome to God’s family. 

Y1 – Belonging – Baptism: and invitation to belong to God’s family. 

Y2 – Signs and Symbols- Signs and symbols in Baptism. 

Y3 – Promises - promises made at Baptism. 

Y4 – Called – Confirmation: a call to witness. 

Y5 – Life Choices – Marriage, commitment and service. 

Y6 – Vocation and Commitment – The vocation of priesthood and 

Religious life.
